SENIORS LIVING ALONE

Of all persons aged 65 years and over, more than
one third (838% or 1,665 persons) were living
alone. {see Table 2.) These comprised 466 males
and 1,199 females. The number of elderly women
living alone exceeds that of the men due to higher
female life expectancy.

OMNE-PERSON HOUSERHOLDS WERE MOST COMMON

The 2000 Census data reveals that the proportion
of one-person households increased by 3
percentage points between 1991 and 2000, and
replaced two-parent households as the most
common household type.

There were just over 7,000 one-person GﬂhlE 2 0
households recorded during the Census. This Households by Type, 2000
represented 28% of all households in Bermuda.
